It can be played alone :

If zero is the winning number...

Those who bet on zero, or on a combination with zero
win as they would with any other number.
Moreover, the zero bet is exceptional as it doesn’t belong to
any of the even chances combinations,
(High, Low; Evens,
Odds, Red, Black),
yet those who have played
these combinations haven't
lost everything,
they are
“frozen”.

For example,
aplayer
who has placed
21000 chip
on
Red

After the zero win, the player
has two options :

- either he collects
half his bet and
accepts to lose

the other half

- either he remains
“frozen”

(see the line

for “even chances™)

In this example
the dealer will place the
1000 chip on this line.

The following
round

- If, on the next round, the winning
compartment is red, the bet is “freed”
and the player can collect his bet.

- If the winning number is black,
the player has lost.

Minimum and maximum bets

When the table is called a 20f table, for example,
this means that the minimum stake is 20 francs.
The maximum stake for each combination is determined
according to a coefficient indicated in the table below.
A similar table appears on every table layout,
S0 you can check the stakes.
